Math: Second grade students will be working on measurement during the month of November. Third graders will be
working on missing number problems and mental math. Math works in the classroom will include the stamp game, the
checkerboard, measurement and weight works, problem solving, and Week by Week Essentials math games.

Writing: During the month of November, students will be writing persuasive letters about school needs and ways to stay
healthy. Please encourage your child to use proper spelling, capitalization, and punctuation in a// of their writing, not just
in the writing they produce during writing lessons.

Language: In our reading groups, we will be doing an author study of Dr. Seuss in preparation for our Dr. Seuss themed
literacy night. LE2 will be performing reader’s theater skits about Dr. Seuss books, and we will create Seuss-ical display
for the display case in the front hallway! We hope you will all join us to celebrate the beloved author on Casa’s Family
Literacy Night on Friday, November 18",

Culture: We had a great time at the NC Museum of History. We learned about Native Americans of North Carolina and
the early history of North Carolina. In November we will continue our study of the Earth, Sun, Moon and Solar System.
We will learn about light and shadows, planets, moon phases, and constellations. 3™ grade students will be recording the
phases of the moon at home, and all students will be making papier maché models of the planets. Talk with your child
about what you see in the night sky.
