This month we will be learning…  
The students will continue learning lessons in different 
areas as well as engaging in independent work.  
Math:  

1st: Students will learn how to measure and compare 
lengths using nonstandard and standard units (inches 
and feet), telling time to the quarter-hour. Students will 
also explore data, shapes and base-10 blocks, they will 
investigate place-value concepts for tens and ones,  and 
solve a variety of number stories (addition/subtraction). 
Montessori lessons:  fractions, bead frame, snake game, 
and Stamp game (dynamic/static addition and 
subtraction).  
2nd Students will learn how to read and show 
temperature in a thermometer, they will explore length, 
area, and attributes. Also they will learn how to identify, 
name, and classify polygons, and will explore 
symmetry.  Montessori lessons: checker board, dot 
board, and fraction materials.  
Language (Spanish):  
1st: Enrich the students’ vocabulary; Introduction to the 
noun family (noun, article and adjective). Writing 
sentences with correct spacing, punctuation and 
capitalization. Get familiar with the writing process in 
both languages. 
2nd  :we will work on the subject and predicate, 
combination of sentences, male and female nouns, and 
sentence analysis. 
Culture:  
 In culture we will be using and understanding maps, 
and we will learn about the Fundamental Needs of 
Humans through a unit study of the Pilgrims and Native 
Americans! The students will learn about the First
