This month in LE V will be learning about:

Math:

1t: Counting, adding, and subtracting on the Number
Line, telling time to the half-hour and quarter-hour,
introduction to the frames-and-arrows routine (teaching
numeric, visual, and concrete patterns), introduction of
the dime, introduction to line plots. Students will also
lean how to measure and compare lengths using
nonstandard and standard units (inches and feet).
Montessori lessons for Geometry and math (Geometry
cabinet, snake game, and Stamp game, fractions).

2"d: Students will continue working with place value in 2-
digit and 3-digit numbers, identifying coin values and
exchange among coins, tell time and write time in
digital-clock notation, and gather data by counting and
analyzing it.

Montessori lessons for Geometry and math ( checker
board, dot board, geometry cabinet, blue triangles for
different types of angles).

Language:

1%: Enrich the students’ vocabulary; Introduction to the
noun family (noun, article and adjective). Writing
sentences with correct spacing, punctuation and
capitalization. Get familiar with the writing process in
both languages.

2" :Write narrative and expository prompts, use of
nouns and pronouns, plural and gender.

Culture:

Students will learn about the different types of Land and
Water Forms. Also, they will understand the concept of a
time line and rocks and minerals.
